and certification of NDT personnel.

COURSES IN ACCORDANCE WITH 1IW/EWF CUIDELINES FOR WELDING
PERSONNEL AND SUPERVISION OF INSPECTION PERSONNEL

Welding supervision courses:

= [nternational Welding Engineer/European Welding Engineer (IWE/EWE)
= International Welding Technologist/European Welding Technologist (IWT/EWT)
= International Welding Specialist/European Welding Specialist (IWS/EWS)

The courses are for the personnel who are responsible for the production
operations concerning welding processes and activities connected with welding.
Courses are conducted in three levels of qualifications - for the personnel

with full technical knowledge (IWE/EWE), specialised technical knowledge
(IWT/EWT) and basic technical knowledge (IWS/EWS). Tasks and responsibility

of welding supervision personnel are provided in PN-EN 719 standard, which also
refers to training conducted in accordance with IW/EWF recommendations.

International Welding Practitioner course

The course is based for workers with a minimum background of vocational school

and its target participants are the personnel who:

= conduct training of welders

= promote and sell welding equipment
and welding consumables

= conduct welding supervision on the lowest level,
for instance on that of a foreman
